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This research serves as a reminder of the glory of the ancient Malay
kingdom of Riau. The presence of Pulau Penyengat is strategic due
to the strong cultural memories of the local community.
Consequently, the island stands as a witness to the historical
triumphs of the Malay kingdom of Riau. The study presents
memories and cultural recollections on Pulau Penyengat. The
method employed in exploring these cultural memories is
contrapuntal sociology exploratory. The media used for data
collection is a digital camera. Data presentation includes recent
photos of historical sites on Pulau Penyengat. The research data
sources consist of field data and exploratory literature data relevant
to the theme of this research. The findings of this research identify
the persistent cultural memory of the Malay empire on Pulau

Penyengat as an advantage for tourism in the region. Furthermore,
the parts of the kingdom that remain intact at the historical site serve
as strong reminders of the ancient Malay kingdom that still linger in
the memory of the people of Pulau Penyengat.
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1. INTRODUCTION

This study focuses on the cultural memory of the Malay empire's glory on Pulau Penyengat. The
success of the Malay empire is inseparable from the memory of the prosperous Riau-Lingga
Sultanate during the reign of Sultan Mahmud Riayatsyah from 1777 to 1812 (Akbar et al., 2019).
Located off the coast of the Riau Islands Province, Indonesia, Pulau Penyengat holds the history
and glory of the Malay Empire that once ruled in the 18th century. As a cultural and governmental
center, Pulau Penyengat bears silent witness to the past glory, which reached its zenith under the
rule of the Riau-Lingga Sultanate from 1761 to 1784 (Oktasari, 2012; Zakariya & Oktasari, 2020).

Therefore, the researcher used a data collection tool in the form of a mobile
phone camera. Site visits differ from fieldwork, where site visits as a method require three different
perspectives: site visitors, people at the visited sites, and those who arrange or commission the
visits (Lawrenz et al., 2003).

Archival studies with a Contrapuntal Sociology approach were conducted by exploring
relevant literature on the theme of this research data, including exploring historical photos on Pulau
Penyengat in the past. Data presentation is complemented with recent photos of historical sites on
Pulau Penyengat. Then, narratives and descriptions were analyzed with relevant literature sources
(Bosch, 2016).

In this research, a contrapuntal sociology approach is used to analyze different layers of
memory from various community groups involved in shaping cultural identity on Pulau Penyengat.
This concept leads to a deeper understanding of how historical narratives and the glory of the
Malay Empire are reconstructed, defended, and debated by various social actors on Pulau
Penyengat.

By adopting a contrapuntal approach, this research highlights the importance of inclusivity
in cultural heritage preservation efforts.
